Direct speech can go at the beginning of the sentence:  

              “Pizza is nice but burgers are the best,“ said Max. 
 

Direct speech can go at the end of the sentence: 

Max said, “Pizza is nice but burgers are the best.“ 
 

Direct speech can go in the middle of the sentence: 

“Pizza is nice,“ Max said, “but burgers are the best.“
